| One of the advantages of this type of game is
that the exercise you have to do will be clearly
described at each “station”. For example if
you go to the first station it will have a clear
notice describing the required exercise, for
2 example SIT. You will not have to remember
what to do next, there will be a notice telling you what to
do! (Picture shows an example of what a “station” might
look like ). I have been asked to judge this event, which
will be a first for me too. It sounds a lot of fun, so we
hope for lots of entries on the day.
